Criteria for Acceptance

. OEF/OIF Veteran . Active duty separation date after Sept. 11,  
    2001 with combat eligibility

. Positive initial TBI screen with second level  
    TBI evaluation confirming initial screen

. Prior diagnosis of TBI

How to Refer

Veterans and health care professionals are 
encouraged to contact the Polytrauma team to 
discuss potential referrals of any combat and 
non-combat injured veterans who may meet 
criteria for the program. Any Veteran who was 
injured in a combat or non-combat event during 
active duty status will be considered for eligibility 
to the program.
