TULSA STAND DOWN FOR HOMELESS VETERANS TO BE HELD MAY 12
A Stand Down for Homeless Veterans will be held Saturday, May 12 at First Baptist Church in Tulsa.  The event will run from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. on the church campus, which is located at 424 S. Detroit.  

The Stand Down will be open to Veterans only from 8 a.m. to 11:30 a.m.  The Patriot Guard Riders of Oklahoma will arrive at First Baptist Church at 7:45 a.m. to honor Veterans.

The Jack C. Montgomery VA Medical Center Homeless Program, along with numerous community partners, is working hard to eradicate Veteran homelessness.  During the Stand Down, homeless Veterans will learn of the various resources VA and other community providers can assist them with including: 160 housing vouchers, 31 transitional housing beds offering support for up to 24 months, 17 community contract beds offering housing and support for up to six months, legal assistance through community partnerships and -- coming soon -- another 25-bed facility for homeless Veterans exiting incarceration and/or with substance use disorders.
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  Homeless Veterans will also have the opportunity to receive food, clothing, health screenings, haircuts, laundry/showers, and learn about services provided by the following: First Baptist Church, John 3:16, Veterans Treatment Court, VA Readjustment Counseling, Veterans Benefits Administration, Mental Health Association in Tulsa, Workforce Oklahoma, various local employers, Street Soccer, 12 & 12, Inc., Clary Sage, Coffee Bunker, Legal Aid Services, Department of Human Services, Disabled American Veterans, Community Voice Mail, Child Support Services, Community Service Council of Greater Tulsa and more.

Jack C. Montgomery VA Medical Center co-sponsored Stand Downs typically assist 120-130 homeless Veterans.  The VA and its valued community partners hope this year’s event will reach out to even more homeless Veterans.
