VA MEDICAL CENTER TO PARTICIPATE IN TRIBAL VETERANS CONFERENCE
The Jack C. Montgomery VA Medical Center (JCMVAMC) will participate in a training conference for Oklahoma and Kansas Tribal Veterans Representatives (TVR) Oct. 23-25 at the Hard Rock Hotel and Casino Tulsa, which is being sponsored by the Chickasaw Nation.
JCMVAMC representatives will provide training to TVRs who will then be able to assist Tribal Veterans with VA health care enrollment, filing disability claims and burial benefits.


TVR Outreach Workers are appointed and supported by Tribal governments but formally trained by the VA, and they function as liaisons between Veterans and VA, and other community organizations.  They provide information, outreach and assistance to Veterans and their families, as well as resources that are available to them through the VA, the Tribal community, federal and state governments, and other non-VA sources.
