Liberty House is made possible by the VA Grant and Per Diem Program. Veterans can reside at the facility up to 2 years and will learn skills necessary to be self-sufficient during their stay to help promote a smooth transition back into permanent housing.
Liberty House is a highly-structured and individualized program that includes meals, safe housing, substance abuse and trauma treatment, case management, nutrition, job training and financial planning. The JCMVAMC Homeless Program will also work closely with Liberty House and provide case management services for homeless Veterans.
